For the next 42 days we are going to encounter God in His word as we read the book of Acts, a few
amazing Psalms and the 2 letters that Peter wrote. Read slowly and prayerfully, expecting God to
speak to you. Try to discover one truth that God wants you to carry throughout the day.

How much time should you take? As much time as you need. Value quality over length. Your time
should last long enough for you to say what you want and for God to say what He wants... And
remember the Bible is not a newspaper to be skimmed but rather a mine to be quarried.
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For the word of God is full of living power. It is sharper than the sharpest knife, cutting deep into our
innermost thoughts and desires. It exposes us for what we really are. - Hebrews 4:12

All Scripture is inspired by God and is useful to teach us what is true and to make us realize what is
wrong in our lives. It straightens us out and teaches us to do what is right. It is God's way of
preparing us in every way, fully equipped for every good thing God wants us to do.
